1. “HOLY” IS A PRIMARY ATTRIBUTE OF GOD
If you made of list of God’s attributes, would “holy” top the list?
(Isaiah 6:1-3) “ ... holy, holy, holy is the Lord of hosts™

(Exodus 15:11) “... Who is like You, glorious in holiness ...
(Leviticus 19:2) “ ... for I the Lord your God am holy”
(1 Samuel 2:2) “No one is holy like the Lord”

God’s holiness is beautiful.
(1 Chronicles 16:29) “Oh, worship the Lord in the beauty of holiness”
(2 chronicles 20:21) “... sing to the Lord ... praise the beauty of holiness™
(Psalm 29:2) “the beauty of holiness” and (Psalm 96:9)

2. GOD’S HOLINESS DEFINED
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W.E. Vine uses these words: “Sanctification ... separate ... righteous ... pure .

1) “Separate” - (Hosea 11:9) “I am God, and not man, the Holy One in your midst”
2) “Pure” - (James 1:17) ... the Father of lights ... no variation or shadow ...

3. WHAT IS MY RESPONSE TO GOD°’S HOLINESS?

1) That I’m not like that, I’m faulty in living: (Romans 3:10, v23)
2) That now I see the message of the cross, that God’s grace reaches me.
(Hebrews 10:11-12) “But this man, ... offered one sacrifice for sins forever ... *

(Romans 5:6-11) “Christ died for the ungodly ... while we were smners ...
having now been justified by His blood ... saved from wrath ... reconciled”

3) That I want to praise God: (Psalm 89:7, 99:5, 30:4)
4) That I desire to “separate” from wrong and do right; (1 Peter 1:15-16)
5) That I look forward to one day seeing God: (1John 3:1-3)
